Homeopathic Usage
A qualified homeopath should be consulted if you are not familiar with homeopathic use in first aid cases until you are familiar with dosage, review of symptoms and typical responses.  Basic Practice is to use 30C for more longstanding cases or with animals that may have lower vitality.

200C is typically used in very acute cases that happen suddenly such as a fall or sudden hives. 

In acute cases dose every 15 minutes and in less acute cases, doses can be given 1-2 hours until symptoms begin to improve. Once symptoms improve, stop administering remedy. Wait and watch for continued improvement.
